School Meals and Packed Lunches
At St David’s our school meals meet the
Educational Nutritional Standards and
Requirements for School Food
(Department for Education legislation)
and we also promote healthy eating at
other times in the school day. However,
we have increasingly found that some
children's packed lunches include
considerable amounts of salty and
sugary items and very few items with
any significant nutritional value. For this
reason, we are having a strong focus on
healthy food and would appreciate your
support in ensuring that packed lunches
contain a balance of foods and also
include fruit and vegetables.

A child’s packed lunch should include:

e A portion of starchy food e.g. bap/
bread, plain crackers, pasta or rice salad

e Fresh fruit and vegetables

e A portion of milk or dairy food, e.g.
cheese, plain/fruit yoghurt

e Portion of lean meat, fish or
alternative, e.g. Quorn, cheese, tuna,
€gg

e Adrink: fruit juice (not fizzy or
energy drinks), plain water and or milk
Savoury crackers or breadsticks —
occasionally crisps

A child’s school packed lunch must not
contain any of the following:

e Salted or flavoured nuts (Instead,
include nuts, seeds, vegetables and fruit
— with no added salt, sugar or fat —
savoury crackers or breadsticks —
occasionally crisps.)
e Confectionery such as chocolate
bars, and sweets.

Fizzy or sugary drinks. Water is always

available for children at lunchtime
